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AUTHORITATIVE SWIM TEACHING (& PARENTING) =

Unlike the permissive and authoritarian styles we have looked at in
previous newsletters, experts (SwimTips, Christmas 2008) deem ideal
the authoritative teaching (and parenting) approach.This is where
the teacher or parent has a good balance of respect and kindness
towards his/her students while being firm and consistent with
boundaries. The authoritative teacher/parent encourages the students
to explore and learn but is also available for physical and emotional
support.

The parent or teacher who is taking a baby into the water for the
first time will hold the baby close and slowly go into the water. They
will constantly look to the baby to see how they are reacting. If the
baby seems frightened, the teacher/parent will change tactics or stand
still to reassure the baby. When the baby shows enthusiasm for
exploring the water, the teacher/parent will give her only the freedom
that she can handle...and will be right there if the child needs help
or guidance. Indeed, the teacher or parent explains the “hows and
whys” behind instructions. Behaviour requirements, expectations and
boundaries are clearly communicated. Discipline is fair and consistent.
